Tante Tina and uncle Juergen got Marrie and we were invited. Tante Tina’s stepmother
owned the Kurhotel of Randershoved, and it was there that the wedding was celebrated.
Getting suitable wardrobe for this weding was a real problem to mother. But our father solved
it. As Germany had lost its emperor and had become a Republic, the old German black,
white and red flag was disposed of, as the emblem of the Republic. My father was able to
buy some of those old disposed flags, which provided material for new dresses for Anneliese
and me.

We arrived in Denmark on the day of the wedding of tante Tina and uncle Juergen. The
religious service was held at the hotel. The hotel had been decorated with lovely flowers. It
was a small wedding, just taking the nearest family members.

Tante Tina wore a gray silk dress, richly embroidered, which was very unusual, as most bri-
des wore white gowns, but due to the needs of war many changes had taken place.
